India's central bank has been battling
pressure on the financial system due to
business disruption and taking steps to
revive the economy while trying to ensu-
re that higher government borrowings
don't lead to interest rates spiking. Furt-
hermore, the record inflow of overseas
funds due to ultra-loose monetary policy
in the US and Europe had made it tough
for the RBI to manage multiple challeng-
es.

“In the next one-two meetings, we will
concentrate on these issues to put these
before the council to take a decision.”

Owing to Covid, the government hadn’t
wanted to make too many changes in the
past year, he said.

Bajaj said there is a recommendation
that the merger of the 12% and 18%
bands should be considered. “If 1look at
my figures, 5% is about 22% (items), 12%
15 18%, 18% 18 47% — these are the three
mainrates. Thesecanalso, over a period,
be brought down to two,” hesaid.

Whether the 12% and 18% bands can be
merged is one of the agenda items that
the council will need to look into. “They
(the council) will have t0 see as some
items will go from 12 to 12-plus and some
will come down. So that reaction has to
be seen,” he said.

Experts have said multiple rates have
complicated the GST, the main feature of
which is supposed to be a simple, easily
administered levy all across the country.
ST, which subsumed multiple state and
central taxes, was rolled outonJuly1, 2017.

Bajaj said the overall tax incidence un-
der GST has come down significantly.

“Earlier, when vou bought something,
you never knew how much the tax was.
Tax rate was almost 31% on more than
200 items, if you included value-added
tax and central excise duty,” he said, ad-
ding that only 29 luxury items faced that
rate now. “Tax rates have actnally come
down to agreatextent.”

Bajaj said a number of steps had been
takentoeasecompliance and more areli-
ned up in the form of quarterly pay-
ments, following quarterly returns.
