Summary of significant accounting policies
 Current and non-current classification
The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current and non-current classification. 
An asset is classified as current when it satisfies any of the following criteria:
- It is expected to be realised in or is intended for sale or consumption in the company's normal operating cycle;
- It is held primarily for the purpose of being trading;
- It is expected to be realised within 12 months after the Balance sheet date; or
- It is cash or a cash equivalent unless it is restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least 12 months after the
Balance sheet date.
Current assets include the current portion of non-current financial assets

All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is classified as current when it satisfies any of the following criteria :
- It is expected to be settled in, the company's normal operating cycle;
- It is held primarily for the purpose of trading;
- It is due to be settled within 12  months after the Balance sheet date; or
- The company does not have an unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the Balance sheet
date
Current liabilities include current portion of non-current financial liabilities.

All other liabilitiesa are classified as non-current.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realisation in cash and cash equivalents. The
Company has identified twelve months as its operating cycle  for the purpose of current / non - current classification of assets and liabilities.

Foreign currency translation
These financial statements are presented in Indian Rupee (INR), which is also the holdnig companies functional currency.

The results and financial position of foreign operations that have a functional currency different from the presentation currency are
translated into the presentation currency as follows:
- Monetory assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currency remaining unsettled at the end of the year, are translated at the closing
rate prevailing on the balance sheet
- income and expenses are translated at average exchange rates (unless this is not a reasonable approximation of the cumulative effect of
the rates prevailing on the transaction dates, in which case income and expenses are translated at the dates of the transactions), and
- All resulting exchange differences are recognised in other comprehensive income.

The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for the following assets and liabilities:
        -    Derivative financial instruments measured at fair value
        -    Certain financial assets and liabilities measured at fair value.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market 
participants at the measurement date under current market conditions, regardless of whether that price is directly observable or estimated 
using another valuation technique. In determining the fair value of an asset or a liability, the Company takes into account the characteristics 
of the asset or liability if market participants would take those characteristics into account when pricing the asset or liability at the 
measurement date.

Corporate information

Sharda Poland SP ZO.O (the company) was incorporated on 03.05.2014 in Poland. The holding company is Sharda Cropchem Limited
(Formerly known Sharda Worldwide Exports Pvt. Ltd.) from the date of incorporation

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS") as per the
Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 notified under section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 ("the Act"), ammendements
thereto and other relevant provisions of the Act and guidelines issued by the Securities and Exchange Board of India ("SEBI"), as

The Company measures financial instruments, such as, derivatives at fair value at each balance sheet date.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market
participants at the measurement date. The fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell the asset or
transfer the liability takes place either:
- In the principal market for the asset or liability, or
- In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.
The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by the Company.
The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use when pricing the asset or
liability, assuming that market participants act in their economic best interest.
A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into account a market participant’s ability to generate economic benefits by using
the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market participant that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

Fair value measurement

The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are available to measure
fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised within the fair value
hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole:
Level 1 — Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities
Level 2 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is directly or indirectly
observable
Level 3 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is unobservable

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Company determines whether transfers
have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by re-assessing categorisation (based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair
value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

For the purpose of fair value disclosures, the Company has determined classes of assets and liabilities on the basis of the nature,
characteristics and risks of the asset or liability and the level of the fair value hierarchy as explained above.

This note summarises accounting policy for fair value. Other fair value related disclosures are given in the relevant notes.
- Disclosures for valuation methods, significant estimates and assumptions.
- Financial instruments (including those carried at amortised cost).

Revenue Recognition
Sale of goods

Revenue from sale of goods is recognized on the basis of approved contracts regarding the transfer of goods or services to a customer for
an amount that reflects the consideration to which the entity expects to be entitled in exchange for those goods or services. Revenue is
measured at the fair value of the consideration which an entity expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring the promised goods to the
customer, net of returns and allowances, trade discounts, volume rebates and cash discounts. Any amounts receivable from the customer
are recognised as revenue after the control over the goods sold are transferred to the customer which is generally on dispatch of goods.The
Company operates a loyalty programme where customers accumulate points for purchases made. Revenue related to the award points is
deferred and recognised when the points are redeemed. The amount of revenue is based on the number of points redeemed relative to the
total number expected to be redeemed. It is reassessed at the end of each reporting period.

Interest income

For all debt instruments measured either at amortised cost or at fair value through other comprehensive income, interest income is recorded
using the effective interest rate (EIR). EIR is the rate that exactly discounts the estimated future cash payments or receipts over the
expected life of the financial instrument or a shorter period, where appropriate, to the gross carrying amount of the financial asset or to the
amortised cost of a financial liability. When calculating the effective interest rate, the Company estimates the expected cash flows by
considering all the contractual terms of the financial instrument but does not consider the expected credit losses. Interest income is included
in finance income in the statement of profit and loss.

Dividends

Dividends are recognised in profit or loss only when the right to receive payment is established, it is probable that the economic benefits
associated with the dividend will flow to the Company, and the amount of the dividend can be measured reliably.
